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Directions
Camp Chattooga/Athens Y Girls Camp at Tallulah Falls is located in Northeast Georgia and is accessible via US 
Highway 441.  From Atlanta: 

• Take I-85 North to I-985 North 
o I-985 turns into GA 365 and then turns into US 441 (near the Toccoa exit) 

• Follow 985/365/441 for approximately 64.9 miles 
• Shortly after you cross Tallulah Gorge (1/10th mile), you will see a big, white sign on the left side of the 

road that says Athens Y Camp. Just past the sign look for Terrora Circle. 
• Turn left on Terrora Circle 
• Turn right at stop sign, Old 441 
• Go 2 miles and turn left on Y Camp Road

Arrival 

□ All campers should arrive at Camp between 3 p.m. and 5 p.m. on Friday, August 4, 2023.
